The 83rd Annual General Meeting of the Royal Scottish Country Dance Society was held at the Beach Ballroom in Aberdeen.  Marie and I, as delegates from the Milton Keynes branch, took our places on Saturday afternoon, along with 191 other delegates representing 102 branches of the RSCDS.

The President, Dr Alistair MacFadyen, opened the meeting by reading a message from the Queen, who is Patron of the Society.  He then presented nine Scrolls of Honour*.  The re-appointments of the President and Vice President were approved, as were the minutes of the last AGM.  Retiring Chairman, Ruth Beattie, handed over the chain of office to John Wilkinson, who is taking over the post for the next two years.  The results of the
Management post elections were also announced*.  William Whyte, Treasurer, spoke knowledgeably about the accounts and answered all questions thoughtfully and competently.  He proposed that the
annual subscription should be increased by £1, to £16, for the membership year July 2013 – August 2014, and this was approved by the delegates.
